2.1 Citing elements

2.2 Required specifications

Tables and figures should not appear at the top of the first page above the paper title and abstract,but can be placed within the main text, as exemplified by Table 1. They may also be placed at thetop of non-first pages, as exemplified by Figures 1 and 2. Figures and tables discussed in the maintext should appear before the References section. Supplementary materials should be referencedby their relevant Appendix section, such as Appendix A.Do not change the font size of table and figure captions, or the spacing between text lines,section/subsection titles, tables, figures, and captions. You should size your figures and tables sothat they stay within the linewidth of the paper.
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A First Appendix Section
Appendix sections should be ordered by letters rather than numbers, and their contents do not counttowards the paper’s length limit. Appendix sections may also contain additional tables and figures.
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
